Two problems with this entry today, too many dogs being shown that are too short on the 
leg and long in the back, more cattle dogs, not sheepdogs, general lacking of sweetness of 
expression which is so typical for Shelties. 
   
MPD 2(0) 1. Winfield’s Lirren Quickstep to Oakcroft NAF TAF. Only 7 months, excellent type, 
size and with a well shaped eye, sweet temperament, sound moving, BP. 2. Mottram’s 
Lundecock’s Hoopie-Doo at Lochkaren (imp SWE). In better coat and with good 
temperament, thought too slack on pasterns and ears need to improve.   
PD 2(0) 1. Mottram’s Lundecock’s Hoopie-Doo at Lochkaren (imp SWE). Repeat. 2. 
Jaworska’s Shellamoyed Blue Aura. Good colour b/m and with good body condition, liked 
flat skull and filled foreface, not so positive on the move.   
JD 2(0) 1. Proctor’s Cuilshelties Lochan Torr. Racy outline and moving well, nice body and 
condition, would prefer a better shaped eye. 2. Saunders’ Galateus Bohemier Classic at 
Torriglen NAF TAF (imp CZE). Excellent coat and colour, s/b, very well presented.   
YD 3(0) 1. Robinson’s Lavika Starlight Salute. Right size and bone for a male with a lovely 
sweep over the loin, flat skull and almond shaped eye, moving well. 2. Proctor’s Cuilshelties 
Lochan Torr. Repeat.  
3. Braddish’s Bradmigail Tauri Gold.  
PGD 4(1) 1. Gordon’s Orean Quantum Leap. S/w, good size with a solid body, in coat and 
showing a good ruff, very nice outline, sound temperament and movement. 2. Walker’s 
Tooralie’s Pie In The Sky. S/w, liked almond shaped eye and flat skull, not the bone of 1st 
but moved well. 3. Lewis’ Donmarvic The Saracen.   
LD 7(1) 1. Robinson’s Lavika Deep Blue Ocean. B/m, balanced overall, moves so well without 
effort, flat skull, filled in foreface, muscular neck and a sweep over the loins. 2. Walker’s 
Tooralie’s Quest. Good size and type, moving well, sensible temperament, thought eye 
should be more almond shaped. 3. Gamble’s Solyric Inaugral Gold JW OSW.   
OD 6(0) 1. Robinson’s Ch. Lavika Luminary JW. Out of coat but full of quality and type, 
excellent head (balanced), flat skull, filled in fore face with an almond shaped eye, very good 
size overall, good bone, temperament and is sound, DCC. 2. Fisher’s Ch. Shellamoyed Gold 
Fever. Full of coat with excellent pigmentation, small ears and nice size almond eyes, 
moving well and easy, RDCC. 3. Stafford’s Ch. Rannerdale The Entertainer.   
GCD 2(0) 1. Saunders’ Galateus Bohemier Classic at Torriglen NAF TAF (imp CZE). Repeat.  
2. Braddish’s Bradmigail Tauri Gold. S/w, has an excellent temperament, bright colour, good 
size overall, would prefer a longer tail.   
 
PB 1(0) 1. Walker’s Ballynerrin Erin Of the Isle. Sweet temperament, just needs time to 
mature.   
JB 4(0) 1. Stafford’s Rannerdale Queen Of The Dark. Tri, head blunt wedge with flat skull, in 
good body condition, correct bone and having sweep over loins, sound easy mover. 2. 
Smith’s Kiemont Paris is a Charmer at Bramblecroft. S/w, rich red colour with full 
pantaloons, good size, shape and type. 3. Winfield’s Oakcroft Cosmic Flower.   
YB 3(0) 1. Goodwin’s Rannerdale Honey Bee at Highbrook. S/w, overall good size and top, 
small ears on top of skull, correct size of oval eye giving sweet expression, sound free 
moving. 2. Smith’s Kiemont Paris is a Charmer at Bramblecroft. Repeat. 3. Robinson’s Lavika 
Lucid Dreams.   



PGB 3(0) 1. Mottram’s Lundecock’s There’s No Limit at Lochkaren (imp SWE). S/W, another 
good size and pigmentation of eye, nice temperament with correct size overall, in full coat 
and sound. 2. Purves’ Donallin Dream Girl. Very good temperament, excellent body and 
general shape. 3. White’s Shellamoyed Black Lace.   
LB 7(0) 1. Hill’s Molson Moneypenny. S/w, good rich colour with blunt wedge of head, flat 
skull and well filled in foreface, very nice body condition, shows well and easy, moved so 
well, RBCC. 2. Redpath’s Sonymer Storm Doris into Pathaaron JW. Tri, very good body and 
general condition, balanced overall with lovely sweep over loins, sound easy moving. 3. 
Elder’s Ellenyorn Evita.   
OB 5(0) 1. Mitchell’s Valdosta Tri Ya Luck. Flowing lines with excellent body that is 
symmetrical, liked flat skull, filled forecface, lovely temperament, full of life and so active, 
sound free moving, BCC & BOB. 2. Robinson’s Lavika Time Of My Life JW. Excellent balanced 
head with almond eye, good bone with plenty of coat, lovely temperament. 3. Forbes’ 
Wellneuk Dancing Flame JW ShCM.   
VB 4(0) 1. Mitchell/Tydeman’s Sendora One For The Road. B/m, excellent sparkle and 
condition for 9 years, liked head shape of eye and arched neck, correct ratio of body height 
to length, balanced overall with lovely temperament, BV. 2. Robinson’s Lavika Lucky Star JW. 
Very nice flat skull, sweet expression and filled in foreface, in lovely coat that was so well 
presented. 3. Fisher’s Shellamoyed My Blue Heaven JW.   
SBB 2(1) 1. Lewthwaite’s Rannerdale Not On Your Nelly. Full of herself, showing so well, very 
confident temperament, ribs well sprung, in lovely body condition, BSpB.
